A shuttle operates between Camp Heritage 
and Des Moines on Sundays. Shuttle pick-
up/drop-off time is 12:00 noon at the Des 
Moines Adventist Church, 2317 Watrous 
Ave, Des Moines, IA 50321. Fares are $35 
each way ($70 round trip). Space is limited 
so reservations are required. Other pick-up/
drop-off locations along the Hwy 65 corri-
dor may be arranged.
